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50th anniversary interview with the Reverend
Philip Wright

It’s two years since you came to St Columba’s church
as our minister. What are your thoughts and feelings
about your time with us?

It's a tremendous privilege to be the minister here at St
Columba’s. Gill and | are so grateful for the warmth we
sense from the congregation. It is wonderful to see the
many ways God is at work in and through our church. As
we look beyond the 50th Anniversary of the church, my
prayer is that we all grow to know and love the Lord more
and have an increasing desire to share the Good News
about Jesus with our community.

Do you ever get discouraged and if you do - how do
you cope?

I’'m encouraged by the spirit in our church. It is great to see
people coming together and working together and it is
lovely to see how much our church means to them. I'm
also encouraged by the appetite people have to learn and
grow in their faith in Christ. One of the places where this
happens is in the small group Bible studies and I'm very
much looking forward to the new series starting in mid-
September — Fruitfulness on the Frontline. Psalm 103:2 is
a good verse for all of us to remember if we ever feel
discouraged, “Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not
all his benefits”. Or, as the old hymn puts, count your
blessings!

What do churches today need to do to attract young
people?

We need to share the Good News about Jesus with young
people, old people, and every age in between because we
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all need that personal relationship with God through Him.
Young people today are often very open to talking about
faith although we need to go where they are as well as
hoping they will come to where we are! We need to engage
with young people in the community through for example
The Boys’ Brigade, Friendship Club, Little Fishes, and
Holiday Club as well as School Chaplaincy. Alongside that,
we must work to reduce the culture gap when they come to
a church event and all sorts of things are new to them.
Sometimes, that will involve us moving out of our comfort
zone so that they will feel more comfortable and welcome
amongst us.

How can we as individuals best reach out to people?

| think it's important to be a good friend or neighbour or work
colleague with the folks God has put in our lives. We can
pray for them and for opportunities to talk to them about
Jesus and invite them to church on Sunday or bring them to
a church group like the Guild or Men’s Club. Sometimes we
can find this difficult. That’s one of the reasons I'm so
looking forward to the new Fruitfulness in the Frontline small
groups coming up on Thursdays. They’ll be encouraging us
and helping us as we put all this into practice.

How difficult is it to combine a family life with the
challenges of the ministry?

I’'m so grateful to have the support of my wife Gill and of
being Dad to three fine boys. Like many families, we have to
juggle work and family time and sometimes that can be a
challenge! However, we all feel very much at home in the
wider church family and that helps a great deal.

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MEMORIES OF ST. COLUMBA'’S

My memories of St. Columba’s go back a very long way —
to its beginning in fact; we were members of St. David’s
Ledgate, (presently the Indian Cottage Restaurant) when
Mr. Robertson was ordained there and, as we know, it was
through his vision that St. Columba’s was founded. |
remember watching the laying of the Foundation Stone on
31st August 1968, and our lives have been inextricably
linked with St. Columba’s ever since.

Our first son was born in November 1968 and baptised in
St. David’s in January 1969 by Mr. Robertson. By the time
our second son was born in 1973, St. Columba’s was up
and running, having been opened in April 1969. Cradle
Roll Services took place, crammed to the doors; extra
chairs were put in the aisles at Communion and there was
standing room only at the back. Sunday School was
packed, so a large temporary wooden hut had to be built.
The men of the congregation lent a hand and soon we had
an overflow Sunday School in the centre of the car park. A
Play Group was started and a Young Wives’ Group was
formed. These were wonderful ways of getting to know
each other — all of us at home with young children.
Perhaps some people reading this will not realise that in
those days women gave up work when they had babies
and stayed at home with them!

Christmas Fayres in the Town Hall came along where
everyone had a job, whether it was Santa and his Grotto
on the stage, sausage and bacon rolls from the kitchen,
bargains from the stalls or delicious home baking, and time
for a laugh and a blether for everyone.
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With the help of The Wells Company, we organized a
Givings Campaign where everyone in the Parish was
visited and invited to a Family Meal in the High School
with the object of encouraging people to attend St.
Columba’s regularly.  These were hugely successful
events and enjoyed by everyone.

By this time we had a new Halls Complex to meet the
needs of our ever growing congregation. This was opened
in by the then Clerk to the Presbytery of Glasgow, Rev.
Andrew Heron, a well remembered friend to many of us at
St. Columba’s.

Now we have come full circle to our newly refurbished
Halls which are waiting for the next generation to fill and
use as we, the first members did.

May they have the pleasure and enjoyment which we had
as we tried to make St Columba’s a living and welcoming
Church.

Happy memories of St. Columba’s.

Christine Grant joined St Columba’s church in 1975. She
taught in the Sunday School and Bible class for 21 years.
Those were the days when there were dozens of children
in the Sunday school and at one time 60 of them under
five years of age!

“It was a wonderful time” she said. “So many new families
had moved into the area and there was great enthusiasm
for learning, playing, making new friends.”

Christine was also involved with the Leprosy Mission and
the Bible class where pupils raised hundreds of pounds
over the years to help fight leprosy. She’s very pleased
that work still continues at St. Columba’s.
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She was a member of the Young Women’s Group which
started in the 70’s and enjoyed being part of the knitting
group. Christine also played in the ladies badminton group.
The Christmas Fayre started in the 1970’s and lots of
women knitted items to be sold at the Fayre.

“We had a busy schedule at St Columba’s and fewer
women were out working in those days and had more time
for church based activities. We made friends through the
church organisations and many of those friendships have
lasted a lifetime.”

Elizabeth Moore (Betty to most people) joined St Columba’s
in 1971. She was involved in helping with the Sunday
School, the Shipmates, Young Wives and the Women’s
Guild. She was also a member of the Congregational Board.
She has worked with four ministers - the Rev.Alex
Robertson, the Rev. Bill Gray, the Rev. David White and the
Rev.Philip Wright.

“Mr Robertson did the ground work in those early years” she
said, “and every minister since then has added to that. The
work they have all done has helped shape the church and
make it the place it is today.

‘I didn’t know anyone when | came here at first, but
gradually friendships were formed and it's been good to see
the church grow over the years.”

Talking to Betty | realised she shares two strong opinions
with the magazine editor.

“I like singing from a hymn book and | say the Lords prayer
in the old fashioned way we did at school” she admitted
quietly but firmly.”

“Me too” | said and we both laughed.

It's good to know we are a broad church isn’t it? One where
from the start, women have always played a part and
hopefully always will.

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George Smith moved from Dundee to Kirkintilloch and
joined St Columba’s church with his wife Nancy in 1970.
Their two sons Steven and Neil were members of the
Lifeboys from the age of seven when they moved up to
the Boys Brigade. George took his sons to BB football
every week and also helped with transport. Nancy
joined the Young Wives group which she enjoyed.

In 1980 George was invited to become an Elder. He
served on various church committees which he
enjoyed.

‘Everyone gets on reasonably well” he said.
“Sometimes there is a difference of opinion and factions
develop but generally we let things go and get on with
the job to be done. A new minister breathes fresh life
into the church and that's a positive thing - but
sometimes | think we're trying too hard to do everything
at once.
